Have you ever wondered what 

death was really like? In The 

Book Thief, the sarcastically 

funny novel by Markus Zusak, 

death narrates the life of Lie-

sel Meminger, a nine year old 

girl who is forced into the 

foster home of Hans and Rosa 

Hubermann by her commu-

nist mother in the middle of 

Nazi Germany.  

The first time Liesel stole 

a book, she was at her 

brotherõs grave. She could not 

read, but she wanted to have 

some memory of her brother 

before leaving him forever. 

The book was called The 

Grave Diggerõs Handbook, a 

book that later helped form a 

bond between Hans Huber-

mann and Liesel when it was 

used as a way for Hans to 

show Liesel how to read and 

write.  

Over the next couple of 

years, Liesel finds friendship 

with her next door neighbor 

Rudy, who later helps her 

continue her love of stealing 

books, eventually from the 

mayorõs library, and aiding a 

new lust for taking food from 

all over Mulching. But, as 

Liesel starts getting older, 

the setting starts getting 

scarier and more dangerous 

as Hitler rises to power and 

the Hubermanns risk their 

lives by hiding a Jewish per-

son.  

This sophisticated book 

will have you wanting to read 

more.

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Megan Fox uses her hot persona  



because of his ability to type on a com-

puter. Bowden also tells a short amount of 

background of a small Somalian boy 

whose fatherõs hamburger and candy store 

had been hit when one of the two black 

hawk helicopters were shot down.  

Bowden does not tell the story 

through any one manõs recollection; he 

goes through the whole story, telling it 

from the point of view of a number of men 

who had received the most action or had a 

large impact in the fight. 

Bowden uses this idea to 

give the story continuous 

variety and to separate 

information that all 

comes together as the 

story moves on.  Bowden 

also makes sure to show 

the reader how the two helicopters being 

shot down affected all the forces.  

One gripping scene is when after 

being fatigued from hours of battle, the 

Rangers and Delta Forces run low on sup-

plies. Since the fight was only supposed to 

last for 45 minutes, none of the soldiers 

brought night vision goggles, water can-

teens, or large supplies of medical equip-

ment. Eighteen hours later, troops were 

suppressed in buildings with Somalian 

forces lining the rooftops, waiting for 

Americans to leave, while troops were 

drinking the leftover IVõs to keep hy-

drated.  

Overall, Mark Bowden did a superior 

job recreating the startling battle in Af-

rica. He made sure to honor all eighteen 

men who had died during the battle. If you 

are interested in non -fiction or war sto-

ries, Black Hawk Down  is the book for 

you.

The longest sustained firefight involving 

American troops since the Vietnam War 

occurred on October 13, 1993. This battle, 

book, and movie have become known as 

Black Hawk Down . 

I recently read the bookõs version of 

the dreadful evening that 100 United 

States Army Rangers and Delta Forces 

were dropped via helicopter into Moga-

dishu, Somalia. Their objective: to cap-

ture two leading terrorists affiliated with 

Mohammed Farah Adid.  

Adid had been stealing 

grain being sent in by 

U.N. trucks to feed the 

poor of Mogadishu. Adid 

told the people, òYou 

fight for me, you get to 

eat.ó 

Mark Bowden, the author, has cap-

tured the sounds, smells, and feeling of 

war. Your mind is in a daze once you read 

of the whizzing and pinging bullets being 

shot at the U.S. Rangers and Delta 

Forces. Bowden tells the stories behind 

most of the major men in the story such 

as Specialist John Stebbins, who joined 

the Army in hopes of excitement but was 

stuck behind a sign -up desk for two years 

Last edition, I shared my thoughts on the 

new Halo 3 OSDT release and heard lots of 

feedback from the student body.

The movie, Paranormal Activity , origi-

nally premiered at both the Screamfest 

Horror Film Festival in 2007 and at the 

Sundance Film Festival in 2008. The 

movie is about a married couple who are 

haunted by a supernatural presence in 

their home. The boyfriend, played by 

Micah Sloat, records the events on an 

HD camera to provide some explanation 

as to what has been going on while they 

are sleep. The girlfriend, played by Katie 

Featherston, star of the 2006 movie 

òMutation,ó learns that the presence is 

not tied to the home and is a demonic 

presence that has been following her 

since her youth.  

As the movie progresses, you only see 

what happens in front of the hand -held 

camera. The silence itself scares audi-

ences more because when something 

finally happens, people do not expect it. 

This film -making structure allowed for a 

movie that only had a $15,000 budget.  

Eventful.com worked together with 

Paramount Pictures to create one of the 

most effective methods of advertising in 

the industry today. Paramount released 

the movie in twelve major cities around 

the U.S. to see how audiences would 

react. Paramount then added the 

òDemand Itó button to their website, 

where people could demand that the 

movie come to their cities. After making 

$9 Million in its first three weeks and 

being òdemandedó over 1 million times 

on Eventful.com, the movie was released 

nationwide on October  16th , 2009. It is 

the first movie to be released based on 

the demands of people over the internet.  

After seeing this movie, I came to the 

conclusion that the movie was not over-

hyped. The combination of realism and 

believable acting in this movie left me 

thinking that the events in the movie 

actually happened. From the three min-

ute long silence in some scenes to the low 

rumbling noises that made the theater 

completely quiet, this movie does every-

thing in its power to make your following 

few nights sleepless with fear.  In a 

world of CGI and multi -million dollar 

budgets for films, this movie uses some 

of the most simple, but genius, tactics to 

leave people shaken and genuinely 

frightened.

Video Games: Harmless Hobby or Homicidal Havoc?

Countless teenagers have wiled away 

the hours of their free time playing video 

games all the way into the dark hours of 

the night.  Are people truly doing any-

thing wrong by playing video games?  

Some people think that playing video 

games is wrong, while others see the 

benefits associated with gaming.  Letõs 

look at both sides of this controversial 

issue: 

Gaming can be a positive because it 

keeps teenagers off of the streets, and 

most importantly to parents, it keeps 

kids at home where they are presumably 

safe.  Video games are also a driving 

force in the economy, grossing a total of 

over $22 billion in 2008, helping to 

stimulate our economy in these tough 

times.  Video games have been around 

since 1972 and have been a profitable 

business for the short time that they 

have been around.  Many large compa-

nies also started with, or have at one 

time been in the video game business 

like Microsoft and Nokia.  

While video games have a positive 

affect on most teenagers and adults, 

there are still risks involved with them.  

Some people have died or been killed 

because of video games.   

A man died in Jinzhou, China in 

2007 after playing online games for 15 

days consecutively.  There is also the 

case of a 13 year old boy in Vietnam 

who robbed and murdered an 81 year 

old woman to support his online video 

game addiction and only earned $6.20 

out of the incident.  There have also 

been cases of people dying trying to 

purchase video game consoles.  When 

the PlayStation 3 was releases in No-

vember of 2006, there was at least one 

reported death over the video game 

system when consumers fought over  

the limited amount of PS3s available.  

There are also games, like those in 

the Grand Theft Auto  series, that have 
been called ômurder simulatorsõ by crit-

ics. People can play these games so 

much that they lose their grip on real-

ity and begin to think violence is ac-

ceptable.  Some of these games give 

people an opportunity to become almost 

indestructible while using murderous 

weapons on humans and fictional char-

acters in setting such as malls and city 

streets.  Do these games just allow 

players to have harmless fun or are 

they practice scenarios for people with 

deeper issues?  There are also games 

like Mass Effect that have strong sex-
ual content, including frontal nudity 

and sex, that underage children can be 

exposed to. 

Video games are a driving force in 

the economy and an entertaining hobby 

for teenagers and adults.  Each game 

comes with a rating on the cover, simi-

lar to those in movies and TV.  It is the 

parents who should decide which video 

games are safe to play, not the hype of 

the media.  

The members of the band are Aron 

Erlichman (Deuce), Jorel Decker (J -Dog), 

Jordon Terrell (Charlie Scene), Dylan 

Alvarez (Funny Man), Matthew Busek 

(Da Kurlzz), and George Ragan (Johnny 3 

Tears).  All of the members grew up in the 

same town and went to the same school.  

Charlie Scene has said about the 

bandõs tight bond, ògrowing up together 

helps make our band because we knew 

each other way before [we] started play-

ing our instruments and [we] shared so 

many experiences.ó  He also said that the 

band wear masks when they play because 

when they first started the band they 

were talking about LA and disliked the 

people in it, so they didnõt want people to 

know it was them talking about the peo-

ple that they went to school with and 

lived near.  

Their first album, Swan Songs, was 

released on August 19, 2008 with their 

first big song òYoung,ó which is now fea-

tured in the game Rock Band 2 .  The band 

is set to release a CD/DVD set entitled 

Desperate Measures on November 10, 

2009. The set is set to include a CD of six 

previously unreleased new songs (three of 

them are covers), a previously unreleased 

remix,  six live recordings of songs from 

Swan Songs, and a DVD of a full live per-

formance by the band.
